This is the plan for a learning sequence, within each box is the information and resources you need for the sequence and are spilt into sessions.
Down the left hand side of the page are the metacognitive strategies we have been teaching the children that are particularly important to home learning.

 The learning sequence in the next two columns is spilt into a number of sessions. Each session will have a main metacognitive focus but will often include other elements as well. The metacognitive strategies are listed below.

	Every day there will be an opportunity for a reading activity based on ‘Twas The Night Before Christmas. There is a PowerPoint with the activities and worksheets that you will need for this.
Monday- echo reading
Tuesday- vocabulary focus
Wednesday- retrieval questions (direct answers from the story)
Thursday- inference questions (reading between the lines and using the story to give your opinions)
Friday- comprehension questions (this will be the English lesson for the day)

At school, we will also be doing some phonics and spelling practise, carrying on from what we were learning in Year 2. The plans and resources for this can be found in the Rising stars spelling folder where there is also a PowerPoint to support with this.
Session 1- plan (what would Littlenose want- list)
This week we are going to be completing some cross curricular writing which means we are writing for more than one subject!
We are going to be writing a letter to Father Christmas as if we were Little Nose.
Talk briefly about the difference between a formal and an informal letter. Explain that this is going to be an informal letter. Why do the children think this might be? There is a PowerPoint about informal letters to be used during this session.
Recap what is a contraction?
Looks at examples of contractions and other informal language that children will later use in their letter from Little Nose writing tomorrow. 
What would Little Nose ask for?
Look at the letter from Littlenose PowerPoint to get some ideas of what might need to go into our letters.
In draft books, write a list of what Little Nose might ask for, for Christmas.


Session 2 (start writing letter)
Today we are thinking about the structure of our letters and using paragraphs. Does anyone remember what a paragraph is and why we need to remember to use them?
Paragraph one: why Little Nose is writing.
Paragraph 2-4: gifts he would like and why
Paragraph 5 closing.

When asking for presents, try to justify their reasons using first person
e.g I would really like a ____________and feel that I deserve this as I have been___________.

There is a letter template available if needed.

During this session, try to complete the first three paragraphs

Session 3 (finish letters)
This session is to complete the letters.

Read back through what has been written so far and then continue writing until complete.

Don’t forget to use contractions, commas in a list and adjectives where you can.


Session 4 (write up letters in best to share with year group)
Talk again about letter writing. What were the features we needed to remember?

Look at some examples from the class (if you are at home look back at the PowerPoints from session 1) – can the children identify why they are good – what features were included?  Any particular language?  Handwriting?

Talk about improving letters. How could they do this? e.g. add more adventurous vocabulary, spelling etc.

Improve work and write a best copy of the letter on paper to share with the year group.


[bookmark: _GoBack]Session 5- comprehension
Today we will be completing your spelling test based on the words you have been practising at home for the last couple of weeks.

Have a go at answering the comprehension questions about ‘Twas the Night Before Christmas in the comprehension folder.

	Session 1- The Three Time Table
All children to complete the first half of the sheet, second half is a challenge.

Use your whiteboards to show your working out while working through the PowerPoint. 

Once you have completed the PowerPoint, answer questions in books on worksheets. Children to mark and give VF throughout lesson.

Encourage children to use reasoning skills when explaining their answers. 

At the end of the session, have a look at the true or false question and children to explain why it is true or false.


Session 2- multiply by 4

We will continue with our weekly outdoor maths lessons. 
We will work through questions from slides of the maths trail PowerPoint outside individually and will complete them whilst focusing on our reasoning skills. 
Children will receive live verbal feedback throughout the lesson. 
Children will return to class and will continue the remaining teaching PowerPoint slides questions on their whiteboards.
At the end of the session, go over the answers to the questions and have a go at the true or false questions. Do the children know why it is true or false?



Session 3- divide by 4- all children to complete the first half of the sheet, second half is a challenge.

All children will need this worksheet to write on

Work through the teaching slides on the PowerPoint and use your whiteboards to show your working out. 

Once you have completed the PowerPoint, answer questions on the worksheet. 

Talk through how to do this using the PPT and then children to have a go.

Encourage children to use reasoning skills when explaining their answers. 

At the end of the session, have a look at the true or false question and children to explain why it is true or false.



Session 4- the 4 times table
Work through the PowerPoints. Have a whiteboard available to complete working out. Use talk partners to build upon knowledge and deepen reasoning skills. 
Children to complete A, B, C questions on the two times table. All children to write the answers within their books, focusing on presentation. 

A-  4 times tables questions
B-  Division questions for 4 times tables
C-  Complete the calculation questions using the given numbers

Challenge- children to write down some word problems, based on those in the PowerPoints for their partner to solve about the 4 times table.



Session 5- Number Crunch
Children to use Hit the button or TT Rockstars on iPads

Using the laptops
Primary Games volume 4 Multipods where the children have to fill in the missing number for a multiplication question. Work on the 2, 3, 4, 5, 10 times table today
