This is the plan for a learning sequence, within each box is the information and resources you need for the sequence and are spilt into sessions.
Down the left hand side of the page are the metacognitive strategies we have been teaching the children that are particularly important to home learning.

	Metacognitive strategies
 The learning sequence in the next two columns is spilt into a number of sessions. Each session will have a main metacognitive focus but will often include other elements as well. The metacognitive strategies are listed below.

We are going to think about what people can do if they are being bullied, including how to keep safe online. 
Make a list of why people might be bullied - write the list so that children can see it for the rest of the lesson.
 
 
Read the story of Zeb, one section at a time. At the same time, go through the questions and drawings on the Activity sheet. This can be done in pairs, using the Zeb Activity sheet.
 
In our country, we don’t have blue people, some of whom have red noses. But we do have examples of people being prejudiced against certain people.
 
What might be the things that people are prejudiced against? [People with disabilities, different gender, people of colour, sexuality etc.]
 
 
Working in pairs or small groups, ask the children to think of reasons why people have prejudiced views.
 
Ask the pairs/groups to feedback to compare answers.

Summarise by showing and discussing the following explanation from encylopedia.com (display the slide on the IWB):
 
The term prejudice means 'prejudgement.' A person is prejudiced when s/he has formed an attitude towards a particular social group of people before having enough information on which to form a knowledgeable opinion. A negative prejudice is when the attitude is hostile towards members of a group.
